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The paper provides a critical analysis of the ‘second Thirty years war’ con-
cept, which is widely used in the Western historiography. The author empha-
sizes that there is still no clear definition of this concept. To fill this gap in the
first section of the paper the author examines the origins of the ‘second Thirty
years war’ concept and outlines two main approaches to its definition: political
and economic. The former concentrates on the intricacies of the interwar in-
ternational relations, the latter — on the economic aspects of the post-WWI
settlement. In the second section the author examines the key trends of the in-
terwar international relations, including the appeasement policy, projects of
establishment of collective security system, and military-political planning of
the great powers. The author comes to the conclusion that both approaches to
the ‘second Thirty years war’ concept lead to unjustified simplification of the
interwar international relations. However, the main idea behind this concept —
the idea that the two world wars should be treated as a special, integral histori-
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
